ACT & VIC: Strong bans on most plastic items including cutlery, straws, plates, expanded polystyrene, and some cups and lids. Certified compostable plasticsbanned.

NSW: Generally banned plastics except produce stickers; compostable plastics allowed except in some cases.
NT & QLD: Many bans are under consultation or TBC with some allowances on bioplastics and certain plastics. Policies vary across product types.
SA & TAS: Mixed approaches with some bans and some acceptance; Tasmania has Hobart-specific bans, and SA holds some future bans on hold.

WA: Mostly varied but with acceptance of certified compostable plastics. Several bans but conditional approvals for liquid food containers above 60°C.
